Questionnaires

They also agreed that one of the topics of discussion will be the “early school leaving” (before the age of 16). All countries will collect data about their own educational systems and prepare a short review about the percentage of the “school leavers” and the applied politics in order to reduce this number.

Preparing for the meeting in Hungary

All countries agreed that the program in Hungary (10th-16th of April, 2016) will include:

1. A meeting of the coordinators of the project.

2. A presentation from Hungary about the teaching methods for teaching English.

3. Children’s teamwork activities in order to:
a. Create a digital book of the fairy tales (by recording themselves reading the fairy tales in their language).
b. Prepare an alternative presentation of the fairy tales (e.g. story dramatization)
c. Present the activities and the events organized in each country for the project “Technologies to preserve the environment”
d. Prepare posters, slogans, etc. about the need to protect the environment (using pictures and data collected from their countries)
e. Create a digital dictionary of common expressions in their language (Hungary will prepare the “book of common expressions”)
f. Skype with their classmates back home from Hungary (record interviews of children explaining the use of skype).

Technologies to preserve the environment

Each country will work on its project organizing activities and events involving students. At the end of the project every country will prepare a presentation and collect pictures, data, etc. for Hungary. 

During the stay in Hungary students will work in groups in order to prepare posters, slogans, etc. for the protection of the environment based on their experiences.

After the meeting in Hungary the “products” of students’ teamwork will be uploaded on the website.



Fairy Tales

All members agreed to send the three fairy tales to each other and upload them on the webpage (Finland’s responsibility). 

Finland will prepare the plan for the next three fairy tales for next year.

Europass mobility

All members agreed that each country will fill (or not fill) the Europass Mobility Document according to each country’s policy.

Budget

All members discussed the issue of fairer cost distribution. There was an agreement on the following topics:

1. Each country will pay part of the cost of the website (to Denmark) and part of the cost of the books’ printing (to Finland).

2. Each country will pay, for hosting costs, an amount of 1.500€ max.
